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These items are Household Hazardous Waste 
Improper disposal of these wastes can pollute the 
environment and some types of HHW have the potential 
to cause physical injury to ACES Waste workers. They can 
contaminate septic tanks and wastewater treatment systems 
if poured down drains or toilets. They can also present 
hazards to children and pets if left around the house.   
Here‘s how to get these items safely out of your home:

FREE Household Hazardous Waste Collection Days
Batteries (car & household), paints & chemicals, pesticides, 
sharps/needles: Two Saturdays a month, Amador County 
residents can bring items to the Buena Vista Transfer station 
for free disposal from 9 am - 1 pm, bring Amador County ID. 
SEE THE SCHEDULE ON THE REVERSE OF THIS NEWSLETTER.

Household Batteries and Fluorescent Bulbs/Tubes 
are also accepted at Meeks Lumber and Ione Ace Hardware. 

TVs, Monitors and Other Electronics (including cell 
phones, ink & toner cartridges, etc.) can be taken to the 
Buena Vista or Pine Grove Transfer Stations on any regular 
business day for free disposal.

Sharps (syringes, needles) It is illegal to throw sharps in 
with trash or recycling. Sharps must be in a medical sharps 
container and disposed on a HHW Collection Day.

Prescription Drugs may be dropped off at Jackson Police 
or Amador Co. Sheriff’s Depts, Walgreens, or Safeway 
Pharmacy for safe disposal. Do not pour down the drain.

FREE CHRISTMAS TREE RECYCLING:
Trees (all ornaments and lights removed) can 
be dropped off at the Westover Field airport 
parking lot Dec 26 -  Jan 31. Throughout the 
month of January, trees can also be dropped 
off at either the Buena Vista Transfer Station 
daily from 8:30 am - 4:30 pm, or the Pine 
Grove Transfer Station, Tuesday through 
Saturday 9:00 am - 12 pm & 1:00 - 4:00 pm.  The Christmas 
trees are then recycled locally at the Vicini Brothers Green 
Waste Recycling Facility and turned into landscape  mulch 
and nutrient rich compost.
